 Open Heifers

(Spring & Fall)

General requirements: 


a. Consignment must be at least 25% Gelbvieh genetics.


b. Females will be tagged with a Maternal Edge tag and EID button.


c. Weaned a minimum 45 days prior to the sale and be bunk broke.


d. It is recommended, but not required that open heifers have reproductive tracts checked prior 

                   to consignment.  Heifers that have been checked will be noted in the sale catalog.


e. Guaranteed Open and stated on health papers by local vet.   


     
Heifer Guarantee:  If a Buyer purchases a heifer that happens to be bred, the producer 

                             agrees to refund the full purchase price plus $1.00 per day for every day the buyer has 

                             ownership of the heifer.  This is subject to a veterinarian’s certification that the heifer is 

                             pregnant and the returned ear tag verifying the farm of origin.  The heifer’s ownership 

                             then reverts back to the producer and the producer must negotiate with the buyer as 

                             how you can get the heifer marketed or the producer can make arraignments to have 

                             her returned.



Health:  All females sold are considered to be calfhood vaccinated for brucellosis unless 

                             otherwise stated in the catalog.  Verification of vaccination will be documented on 

                             health certificate.  * Vaccinated and boostered for IBR, BVD, PI3, BRSV, lepto, 

                             Haemophilus Somnus, 7-Way Clostridial, and dewormed according to BQA Standards.


f. All cattle must be screened for acceptable standards (frame, type, muscle, structure, 

                 disposition, etc.)  Heifers with active cases of pinkeye or scars resulting from Pinkeye with not 

                 be eligible for sale.

Bred Heifers
General requirement:


a. Consignment must be at least 25% Gelbvieh genetics.


b. Females will be tagged with a Maternal Edge tag and EID button.


c. Pregnancy status and projected calving date must be stated on the health paper.


d. First time consignors will be screened by the Maternal Edge committee to determine the 

                   maximum number allowed.


e. All bred heifers must be bred to calving ease bulls based on their EPD’s for CE or BW.

Must meet or exceed EPD requirements for:  Calving ease and Growth and Maternal


f. Bred heifers must be owned by Consignor at time of breeding.

Health:

g. Heifers must be vaccinated for IBR, BVD, PI-3, BRSV, Leptospirosis, Vibriosis, and 7-Way 

                   Blackleg.  Initial vaccinations and boosters must be administered to all heifers and cannot be 

                   given within two weeks prior to sale day.  


h. Consignors guarantee heifers to be safe in calf for up to 30 days following the sale date.  If a 

                   heifer is proven open by veterinary exam within 30 days after sale, the Consignor will replace 

                   the heifer or make financial settlement with the buyer.

Cow/Calf Pairs & Bred Cows

a. All females must be a minimum 25% Gelbvieh.


b. No open cows.

c. Cows must have a birth date after November 6, 2004 to be eligible.


d. Bulls of known ID and breed must be used to service cows.


e. Females sold as safe-in-calf have been examined by a veterinarian and are so guaranteed to 

                   be with calf.  It is the buyer’s responsibility to pregnancy check and report any discrepancies 

                   within 30 days following the sale.


f. Females sold pasture exposed may or may not be pregnant. 


g. Bred cows must have pregnancy status and projected calving date stated on health paper.
